The current world record for
the men’s long jump is 8.95m

and is held by American
Mike Powell. Australia’s
Emma George holds the

world pole vault record at
4.55m and Tim Forsyth from
Australia has jumped 2.36m
in the men’s high jump. The

world record for this event is
currently 2.45m and is held

by Javier Sotomayor from
Cuba.
